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MPV/SAM: The Future

SAM will change its shape after the summer of 2012. It is no longer viable in its present form. 

In England and Greece the workshops in September, October and November 2011 will be the last workshops that SAM will run as a BPA training school. In Romania, the SAM training will finish in October 2011, after which sociodrama training will be continued under the wing of the Romanian School of Classical Psychodrama. We are proud of our part in developing sociodrama in Romania and negotiating for it to be taken on to further development in-country.

SAM will continue to be a BPA training school until the end of July 2012 so that certificate and diploma students may complete any remaining writing commitments. We will not be running training workshops as a BPA training school after November 2011. This means that SAM will not be recruiting any new certificate or diploma students.

The shape of Autumn 2011

1. The September workshop (9th–13th): An Introduction to Sociodrama 
This is a four-day workshop (Friday afternoon to Monday lunchtime) and will be the last opportunity for psychodrama students and others with an interest in learning about sociodrama to experience how it helps a group to understand and change its world (30 training hours for psychodrama students / CPD for practitioners).

2. The October workshop (15th–16th): A Sociodramatic Exploration of 
The Shape of Things to Come
This workshop is targeted at all the people who have had connections with SAM and who want to be part of looking at what sort of body SAM can become when it is no longer a training school. The workshop is also open to those interested in the topic itself or in seeing how sociodrama works with an issue such as this (14 training hours for students / CPD for practitioners).

3. The November workshop (19th–20th): The Practicum
At this workshop our remaining three diploma students, one from each of our three currently running courses in Manchester, Athens and Bucharest, will each direct a session, as their final practical exam. We will also be celebrating the fourteen years of SAM’s existence. Again, this is an invitation to all Sammites, past and present, particularly those with a certificate or diploma, to come and be part of this last training session at SAM in its present form, and to join Ron and Di in the celebrations (14 training hours for students / CPD for practitioners).
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All three workshops will be led by Ron Wiener and Di Adderley, the co-directors of MPV/SAM, both Senior Trainers in Sociodrama accredited by the BPA.
